If an aircraft does go down within our flight boundaries it is allowable for members to retrieve the
aircraft without calling or seeking County help. This does include driving along the upper and lower
roads to access the aircraft then walking into the approved flight area to retrieve the

aircraft. In NO case should any vehicle be driven on the land fill. This is very important!! DO NOT
DRIVE ON THE LAND FILL AREA STAY ON THE ROAD WITH YOUR MOTOR

VEHICLE!! Additionally everyone needs to be constantly aware for any dangers ie snakes, etc. while
walking on the land fill.

If an aircraft goes down outside of the approved flight boundaries here’s the process.

Monday through Friday: First call the number listed at the field 352-343-3776 and advise the County
that you have had an aircraft go down and they will send someone to help you find it. You must wait
until 2 County representative shows up.

Saturdays: If you have an aircraft go down outside of the approved flight boundaries on a Saturday,
go to the weigh station and advise them and they will have someone help you find the aircraft.

Holidays: For days when the land fill is not operational we are allowed to drive our vehicles to the
area (stay on the road) where the aircraft went down and then walk to recover the aircraft. If the
aircraft cannot be found it is the individuals responsibility let the County know via the above number,
first thing the next day of operation. Should the downed aircraft start a fire, call 911!

Hopefully it goes without saying should a downed aircraft cause a fire the County needs to be advised
ASAP!
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
